Loving Obedience
The purpose of this document is to define the benefits of obedience. Benefits like loving our enemies, God’s wisdom, a personal purpose or calling, and true freedom. It will also explain why we want to be meek and humble, and how we can love all authority, understanding how God controls everything with our influence.
Loving Authority – takes faith, humility and meekness
There are two types of authority: Expert and Command. 
Expert Authority: Everyone has a God given gift. That gifting is their expertise, something they have that is unique that we all need. No matter what condition they are in, we can love everyone by meekly seeking their expertise. They have more of this gift than they need. We have more of our gift than we need. In this way we are all created equal. To understand this equality, we must believe in God. To understand we need everyone takes humility.
Command Authority is controlled by God. It is God’s gift to us. We can influence command with our prayers. Command Authority is all powerful, God’s power. When we confess what is on our heart to God, he will refine our heart and/or refine the heart of the authority. Influencing command takes meek faith in God. The meek will inherit the Earth. Sometimes we end up witnessing the Resurrection when we allow (suffer) under authority meekly. When we suffer meekly the Holy Spirit promises to give us the strength to bear the suffering. This witness with meekness and associated miracles has created the Body of Christ, the Church. That way the whole world (all the river drainages for 100% of the people at that time) was witness to the resurrection in 20 short years before the fall of the Second Temple in 70AD. Now we know the population of the rest of the world did not add up to .5% at that time). So, understanding our influence, we can love all authority, but it takes faith, humility, and meekness.
Loving Authority – how we can love everyone through understanding Expertise, and how thousands of martyrs had the strength to suffer meekly, witnessing the resurrection, through understanding Command.
Problem with Reason
The problem with reason is the same as the problem with good and evil knowledge. As Christians we have the Holy Spirit and the Lord’s wisdom in heart. We are trained to get our expertise from others and offer our expertise to others. The Gospel is not reasonable, our calling is not reasonable, how he brings us together is not reasonable, how he does that and everything else he does is not reasonable. This is the opposite of human reason, human wisdom, and Good and Evil Knowledge. True Freedom is doing what you want and having that being exactly what God has put on your heart. True Freedom is easy to understand when we understand the benefits of meekness, humility, also known as obedience.
