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Power Measurement Scripture
The purpose of this document is to record the idea of excellence in the Bible, which leads to the requirement for teamwork, which leads to the need for my gift and calling of power measurement.

Recording the Idea of Excellence

My process is to collect scripture for words I use when talking about Power/Faith Measurement. Words such as: Calling, Purpose, Kingdom, Grace, Cross, Gifts, Heart, Design, Anointing, Oil, Talking, Tabernacle, Offering, Name, Power, Authority, Tithe, Predestined, Acceptable, and Respected. 

After gathering the words I noticed they were very often used together, so I began highlighting the words with color. That helps me see the words in context. Other words like gold and silver were prevalent. So, I highlighted those words representing excellence in light blue. Green is used to highlight the offerings that represent our tithe like grain, meat, heave and drink. Heave looked like heaven; so ,I also use green for heaven and of God. Gray is used for sin and other types of offering. Brown is used for burnt offering. Usually one color (gold) is enough, but multi-color is very useful when the scripture uses repetition is used for emphasis. The colors help me see the repetition and the point.

Recording the Gospel

This idea of excellence is in the forefront of the gospel. It is at the beginning in Genesis, and it is developed throughout the Bible. Because of this placement, (if we believe the Bible has integrity), excellence must be a key to the meaning of the Bible. 

Intro to my calling

If the gospel is the meaning of the Bible in a nutshell, then my calling may be to build a better nutshell. I am not talking about creating a new gospel. I am talking about fleshing out a gospel that has already been started. For example: in Church history, there is a calendar that presents the gospel. The first half is about getting from Death into Life.  The second half of the calendar is about what you do in life. When Billy Graham spoke, he is talked about the first half of that calendar. He got people into life. My focus is on what happens in Life. See more on my calling at the end of this document. By the way, Life and Death are capitalized because I am emphasizing the definition of life and death presented in Genesis.

Genesis as a Meta-Model 

Genesis is my meta-model. It is the model I use to model the gospel or build my nutshell. Meta-models enforce integrity. Meta-models guarantee the whole model will agree with itself. I have learned to use this idea and the meta-model concept from my preachers and teachers. It is complex, but not complicated. Using Genesis as a model is not a new idea. 

Enforced Integration

Genesis is the model for my nutshell. Relationships introduced Genesis are the meta-model for my model. As I pick up the story line, I pick up gospel ideas. Then I organize,  or model, or understand those ideas using the relationships presented in Genesis. That way, I am forcing  integration upon everything I see as I go along. With my method, I am forcing the Bible to agree with itself. The measures in Genesis control the meaning of the whole Bible, Old and New Testaments.

New Ideas Spring from Experience 

It is my nutshell. It is my gospel. Like the Church, it is a work in process. It measures the current state of my comprehension of the relationships presented in Genesis. 

I am continually developing my nutshell. It develops by pulling new ideas from the story line and organizing them to my Genesis meta-model. 

New ideas come to me from the story line of God and his people, including my personal story line. In other words, my new ideas come from both kinds of Word of God, the written Word (Logos) and my personal (Rhema)Word.

Main Ideas

First Things First

Before we can help anybody with excellence, we must know our calling. We talk to God with our calling. We give with our calling. God is, and he is a rewarder. Before we can be part of God’s process of rewarding, we must know our place in his body. If we are out of place, we are pretending to be God.

First, deny yourself and pick up “The Cross”

Matthew 16:24
24Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me.

"The Cross” was Jesus’ Purpose

He came to teach us, die for our sins, and lead us into salvation.

Our cross is our purpose

The word cross is a metaphor for purpose.

We are Christ’s Body.

We are the Church. We are the Body of Christ.

Our cross is Jesus’ Purpose

Jesus is the head and we are the body.

Pick up “The Cross”

It’s the same cross.

Then, do your assignment.

Do anointed excellent works.

Do not make up your own assignment.

Your good works will give God a bad name.

He is into excellence.

Good works are not acceptable.

Try again.

Life Designed Before Time Began

Calling (Design) - Before Time Began

Every time God talked to Men in the Bible

I can not think of a time in the Bible when God talked to a man about anything except his purpose.

Every time God has talked to me 

In my personal experience, God wants to talk with me almost any time about my calling. It seems the door to his office is always open. I recognize his voice. But in my personal experience, he does not want to talk about anything else. I get the idea other things are not my business. 

Calling Simply means Talking

Calling defines what we get to talk about. Talk is cheap. Talk is powerful. Power begins with the Word. We were created to be powerful people.

Grace and Calling

Grace means grace. We all know what graceful looks like. We see it when we see gifted people operate.  They make things look easy. Every person has a calling, a thing they can do that we can not do. When they find their calling, we will see their grace.

Know Your Heart’s Desire

If we do not know our heart, we cannot give it to God.

How can we give a desire, if we do not know it?

How can we describe our heart’s desire, without our mind?

We can pray in the spirit, but how will God change our heart?

When we examine our heart, our examination tool is our spirit.

Our spirit will tell our mind what is on our heart.

Circumcision cleans our heart.

Our examination brings us spiritual revelation.

Our examination centers on Desire

Whether our heart is clean or dirty, it is our heart.

Binding Commitments

What we say is very important. The world was created by the Word, and the Bible is full of binding commitments: covenants, contracts, oaths, agreements, and vows. The Bible emphasizes the importance of keeping our word. If it is important to both keep our word and live by faith, then faith must be measurable. To make a promise, we must know what we can do. What we say is a measure of what we can do. Faith must be a measure of what we can do.

Faith measures who we are and what we do. Our power is measurable. Throughout the Bible, the idea of binding commitments keeps us from making promises we cannot keep. We are to both live by faith and keep our promises. We need faith measurement to be able to keep our promises. Statistical measurement tells us what you can do 100% of the time. The more we focus on our calling (what we are graceful at), the easier it is to keep our promises. What we can do 100% of the time is measurable.

Life and Death

We are born into Death and the “Billy Graham” part of the gospel gets us into Life. My part of the gospel is about what we do in Life. There is a Cross between Death and Life. I like to model it as a circle of Death and a circle of Life with a Cross in-between. It is “The Cross”. The meaning of Life is our place on that Cross. Our sins are there and so is our purpose. 

The Riddle of Faith Measurement

Riddles

What is both a promise and a testimony? What is both a reward and a command? What is both a fresh new Word from God, and at the same time just an extension of confidence? What is seen that was made from the unseen? How can the visible be created from the invisible? What is seeking but not receiving? How can we be able to give if we will not receive? If we can’t receive, how can we please God?

Broken cycles

Just like the broken wheel lost it’s power with the first missing piece, any cycle looses it’s power if it is broken. 

Any cycle looses its meaning when you only look at pieces of the cycle. 

Faith is full cycle

Faith is a cycle. Without all the pieces, faith is a riddle or a series of riddles. Like spokes in a wheel, some pieces are opposed to each other. So, in the past these riddles have caused strife. To avoid strife, we go full cycle, understanding all the spokes. We can see all those spokes in Genesis as described in Hebrews 11.

It is humbling to realize everyone is equally gifted.

The founders of our country realized this.

Some gifts are more visible than others.

We are created equal.

We all have something to give.

We need freedom to focus on giving.

True humility is realizing we have only our heart to give

Our gifts are not ours.

True humility comes from giving the heart. 

Excellent Offering (or Sin)

Cain’s Offering was not Excellent

So it was not accepted and he was not respected.

So he got mad.

God encouraged him to do well and it will be accepted.

God said not doing well was sinful.

Cain’s first and sinful offering

Excellent Offering

Excellent offering means one coming from the anointed gifts of our purpose.

Excellence is beyond comparison.

Everything else is some form of average.

Excellence is Godly.

For Example: Moses – Tabernacle – Offering - Excellence -

The Common Meaning of Calling 

Calling is Talking

When you call someone on the phone you want to talk to them. 

Afterwards, your “call” with them means your talk or conversation with them.

As a verb call  means “to talk” and as a noun it means “the talk”. 

“The talk” is the conversation itself as a planned creation.

Calling is Conversation

The word “Calling” in the Bible is the same type of word. 

Throughout,  the Bible uses it the same common way. 

Even in Romans, it means our conversation with God. 

Calling is Creative

Conversation is a planned creation.

Like all creation, creative activity has an object. 

As part of God’s creative activity, we have an assignment.

That assignment controls our conversation with God. 

That assignment controls our conversation with Everyone. 

As part of God’s creative activity, we are creating a plan.

Creative activity has organization, assignment and purpose.

Common Conversation is creative.

Calling is creative.

Before Time Began, We Received an Assignment

God wants to talk with us and he has given each of us a calling or an assigned subject for our conversation with him. 

Before Time Began, We Received an Assignment

Within Our Assignment, The Door is Open

There is a time for everything.

When it is time to plan, the door is open.

Within that assignment, the door is open.

God wants to talk about that subject.

The door is open.

For Example: My Calling and My Gospel

Comprehension has always been in the forefront of my gifting. Comprehension is the ability to summarize and repeat a meaning.

The name I have given my calling is power measurement. Any measurement is about meaning. Along the way, I have created a power measurement tool that organizes my summary methods. So, my calling about finding meaning.

The gospel is the meaning of the Bible in a nutshell. Preachers comprehend main ideas in the Bible and preach them in a nutshell called the gospel. 

The gospel has evolved. As soon as I heard about the gospel, I tried to find it in the Bible. I discovered you find it in the preacher. The gospel has evolved as the Church has improved. God is perfecting the Church, and as that is happening, the Church is perfecting the gospel. This evolution is easily seen as we look back over Church history. Improvements to the gospel have been resisted. The most resistance usually comes from the people with the previous improvement. However, as God is perfecting his Church, his Church is perfecting its gospel.

My Calling may be to Build a Better Nutshell 

It has always bothered me that the nutshell I hear being preached is not as good as the nutshell I personally get when I read the Bible. It bothers me the challenges to the gospel as currently being preached are answered by the one I get. 

It has always bothered me that I have a good gospel, but I have no desire to be a preacher. I began reading the Bible from cover to cover in 1985.  Almost as soon as I began doing that, I got the idea I could build a better nutshell. I knew I could do it but I also knew I was not going to preach it. 

Until lately, I was too embarrassed to show my gospel to others. 
And when I did, it was not well received. Like Sarah, I also laughed at my calling. My calling has grown faster and broader than I would have preferred. Until lately, I never wanted to show my gospel. When realized people did not see the need for teamwork in the gospel, I realized people needed my gospel to understand the need for faith measurement. I realized the thing that makes the Bible so interesting to me, was not common knowledge. So here I am showing it.

Why I Continually Read the Bible

I read the Bible because it is fun. I am continually organizing my nutshell. With my commute, I am able to read the Bible a little every day and when I am on vacation or on the weekend I am generally able to increase that reading. When I read, my mind is constantly comprehending. It is constantly summarizing new ideas from the story line and organizing them with the relationships presented in Genesis. Another way to say this: Genesis is my meta-model. It is the model I use to model the gospel or build my nutshell. Meta-models enforce integrity. Meta-models guarantee the whole model will agree with itself. I have learned to use this idea and the meta-model concept from my preachers and teachers. It is complex, but not complicated. Using Genesis as a model is not a new idea. I have also noticed the people who do this enjoy reading the Bible.  I continually read the Bible because it is fun.

Enforced Integration

Genesis is the model for my nutshell. Relationships introduced Genesis are the meta-model for my model. As I pick up the story line, I pick up gospel ideas. Then I organize,  or model, or understand those ideas using the relationships presented in Genesis. That way, I am forcing  integration upon everything I see as I go along. With my method, I am forcing the Bible to agree with itself. With my method, the measures in Genesis control the meaning of the whole Bible, Old and New Testaments.

I own my Nutshell. 

It is my nutshell. It is my gospel. Like the Church, it is a work in process. It measures the current state of my comprehension of the relationships presented in Genesis. 

I am continually developing my nutshell. It develops by pulling new ideas from the story line and organizing them to my Genesis meta-model. 

New ideas come to me from the story line of God and his people, including my personal story line. In other words, my new ideas come from both kinds of Word of God, the written Word (Logos) and my personal (Rhema)Word.

I assume the Bible is well written

When people write, they use story lines and they develop relationships. The Bible uses both relationships and lines to introduce us to a meaningful life. In the end that meaning is relational, like the righteousness of being in the right place with God. 

The best writing, like the Bible, emphasizes relationships because all meaning is relational. All meaning is a geometry or a measurement, and not just an endless line. Another way to say it is there is more to life than the road trip. If it is just a road trip, it is without meaning, it is vanity, it is futility, and it is emptiness.

Like a good book, the Bible gives us the relationships in Genesis so we can participate in the development of meaning on our road trip.

We are the Church. So, Church history is a development of meaning as we go along a road trip. From prophesy, we know this Church road trip will end about the time we are not interfering with each other.

History is “his story”. We are “his body.” By faith, we learn how to integrate. We measure faith to see how we function as parts of his body, without interfering with each other.

Looking back over history, we can see improvement all along the way. God is building his Church. Usually after the fact, we notice the improvement we see was written as prophesy in the Bible. Prophesy is the story line which helps us understand the relationships in Genesis. God is building a perfect Church. 

Other Gospel Nutshells

Without a meta-model, it is impossible to integrate. Integrity must be built in. I am presenting my nutshell because I noticed from talking to people that other people seem to be organizing their Gospel in a different way. For example, some other people seem to be memorizing scripture and linking the scripture they have memorized. 

A personal gospel is a model that requires a meta-model for integrity. Plus, like reading a well-written book, meaning can not be expressed story line only. Meaning is revealed somewhere above the relationships. The story line helps you flesh out the relationships. Those relationships provide integrity. Integrity supports Meaning. Meaning is revealed somewhere above those fleshed out relationships. So, there must be a meta-model for integrity.

As I began my process, I noticed my nutshell was at least integrated and I knew where it fit in Church history. I also noticed other nutshells failed to integrate. They failed because integrity was not built in. For integrity, every model needs a meta-model. Genesis is a meta-model.

My nutshell describes the “shining city on the hill”, a city that draws people to Christ. It is a metaphor for the Church. It is a focus on Life in Christ. It is not new. In the Church Calendar from Church history, half is devoted to getting to that city and half is devoted to what you do once there. My purpose is power measurement for living by faith in that city, So, my focus will be on the meaning of life in Christ. 

Because it is fun, I am looking for people to help me with my 

nutshell. So far, I have developed some main ideas from the scriptures using Genesis as my meta-model. 

With this document, I want to introduce this fun process. Here I first present some main ideas that are relationships from Genesis fleshed out by ideas from the story line. Scripture and supporting ideas are presented at the end. 

The Fun Way is the Only Way to Read the Bible

The Humble Way – Assume it makes sense.

The fun way to read the Bible is to assume it agrees with itself. We assume this when we read any book. If we are humble, we give a book the benefit of the doubt. For the book to have any meaning to us, we assume it makes sense. To learn anything, we must respect the ideas as logical constructions before we decide whether or not we will use them as models for living. We first see the idea. For the book to be profitable to us (for the whole to be greater than the sum of its parts) first we have to see how it agrees with itself. We force the book to agree with itself. 

Force that assumption – Be Teachable

The fun way to read the Bible is to force it to integrate with itself. If your respected teacher outlined a truth, you would expect his example of that truth to fit the outline. As you understand the example, to understand his idea you must fit your understanding of the example into his outline. This fitting process if fun because it is powerful. It speeds up the process of you seeing his idea. 

Building Blocks for Power

Like building blocks speed up the process of building, the outline speeds up the process of seeing his idea. You must fit the example into the outline to see his idea. Until you see it, you can not evaluate its power. 

Biblical Building Blocks

Even though it was written by several men, the fun way is to assume it was written by one man. To understand writing, you must understand what the words meant at the time and place they were written. Knowing what the words meant, you still have to force them to fit into the framework presented in the relationships defined by at the beginning of the writing. 

Understand all Powerful Ideas to Avoid Some

Take witchcraft for example. To avoid witchcraft, you have to know what it is. Avoid witchcraft, but do not be afraid of ideas. To avoid witchcraft, you first must see it as an idea. Competing powerful ideas have challenged us and helped us see our gospel. All power must be seen, but only one power should be used.

Arrogant Confusion 

For some reason, any other way to read the Bible will misrepresent God. The way it is written, any other approach to understanding leads us to describe a mean, angry and unreliable God. People who read the Bible without enforcing integrity say the Bible can mean many things. They do not find God, they find the opposite. Even if you don’t believe, a capricious God is very confusing. 

Arrogant is boring

Also, any other way is very boring. I think Bible was designed to kick you out if you do not enter the right way. You wouldn’t read any other book very long if it did not have integrity.  

Teachable is Fun

So even if a person does not believe, to find the God of the Bible we need a gospel. We need a model for to see the integrity. The fun way is to look for integrity. The fun way is to build your gospel with integrity. The fun way is the only way learn.

Complicated?

It is not complicated, but it must be complex. Anything that has meaning is complex. The whole is greater than the sum of its parts. The meaning of life is complex. Life is as simple as it can be and still have meaning. Complicated is confusing. Complex is powerful. With relationships for meaning, the whole is greater than the sum of the parts. The Bible is designed to give us some basic relationships with a basic story line that we can use to flesh out our understanding of those basic relationships, as we flesh out our own personal relationships. 

Open Up To God – Circumcise Your Heart

Must Measure Desire – Examine Heart

If we do not measure our heart, we cannot give it to God.

How can we give a desire, if we do not know it?

How can we describe our heart’s desire, without our mind?

We can pray in the spirit, but how will God change our heart?

When we measure our heart, our first measurement tool is our spirit.

Our examination centers on Desire

Must Completely Release Desire – Circumcise Heart

Must first examine your heart

Before a desire can be communicated, it first must be known.

Your heart links your mind and your spirit.

Must Know your heart.

Use your spirit lamp to examine your heart.

When your spirit examines your heart, your mind will know what is on your heart.

God speaks to you through your heart.

Again, ask yourself where your mind goes when you pray in the spirit?

When you know your heart, circumcise it.

Open it up to God.

Completely expose it to God.

Share it with him.

Circumnavigate your world with him.

Pray about it. Talk about it.

If you have measured your heart, your can use your measurements to organize your talk.

Circumcise simply means to open you heart to God.

Visualize scissors cutting all the way around the heart.

When we open our heart, God changes our heart. 

When we open our heart, we sacrifice our old heart.

My Pace TeamsWin General Business Model (which measures Power or Faith) is a fine key to understanding faith. Genesis with Hebrews 11 say what faith is. What they say lines up with my business model. They say faith is substance and evidence. They say faith is a testimony. They say faith is the Word of God. They say faith is creative. They say the world was framed by faith. They say faith is an excellent sacrifice that reveals right standing. They say our gifts, when offered back to God, represent our service or product or calling; and condemn the world. 

Notice some of the definitions of faith are future oriented, some are historical and some are current. Evidence and testimony are historical. The Word as a Framework for building the world is a plan focused on the future. Substance, our gifts and calling are our excellence. Noah’s Ark was his substance, his product, and his calling that condemned the world.  

There are three sections of the Pace TeamsWin General Business Model which reflect three areas of time focus: Present, Past and Future. We could call them Calling, Confidence and Vision. Or we could call them Quality, Profitability and Management. Their measures of effectiveness are Product Advertising, Forecasts and Plans. Their activities are Facilitation, Analysis and Communication. To guarantee our activities both efficient and effective,  we define Process Controls, Reports and Organizations.

A cycle is a wheel. The business cycle is a faith cycle. Like you need all the spokes in your wheel, you need all the spokes of faith. Without seeing the full cycle, the spokes seem to oppose each other. Talking about it and doing it seem to be opposites. How something is built compared to how it is used can be opposites. Integration and analysis seem to oppose each other. Historical Confidence and a fresh Word from God seem to be opposites. Planning and Activity seem to be opposites. 

All wheels need to be complete.

2“Speak to the children of Israel, that they bring Me an offering. From everyone who gives it willingly with his heart you shall take My offering. 

Exodus 25:3
3And this is the offering which you shall take from them: gold, silver, and bronze; 

Exodus 29:14
14But the flesh of the bull, with its skin and its offal, you shall burn with fire outside the camp. It is a sin offering.



Exodus 29:18
18And you shall burn the whole ram on the altar. It is a burnt offering to the LORD; it is a sweet aroma, an offering made by fire to the LORD.



Exodus 29:24
24and you shall put all these in the hands of Aaron and in the hands of his sons, and you shall wave them as a wave offering before the LORD. 

Exodus 29:25
25You shall receive them back from their hands and burn them on the altar as a burnt offering, as a sweet aroma before the LORD. It is an offering made by fire to the LORD.



Exodus 29:26
26“Then you shall take the breast of the ram of Aaron’s consecration and wave it as a wave offering before the LORD; and it shall be your portion. 

Exodus 29:27
27And from the ram of the consecration you shall consecrate the breast of the wave offering which is waved, and the thigh of the heave offering which is raised, of that which is for Aaron and of that which is for his sons. 

Exodus 29:28
28It shall be from the children of Israel for Aaron and his sons by a statute forever. For it is a heave offering; it shall be a heave offering from the children of Israel from the sacrifices of their peace offerings, that is, their heave offering to the LORD.



Exodus 29:36
36And you shall offer a bull every day as a sin offering for atonement. You shall cleanse the altar when you make atonement for it, and you shall anoint it to sanctify it. 

Exodus 29:40
40With the one lamb shall be one-tenth of an ephah of flour mixed with one-fourth of a hin of pressed oil, and one-fourth of a hin of wine as a drink offering. 

Exodus 29:41
41And the other lamb you shall offer at twilight; and you shall offer with it the grain offering and the drink offering, as in the morning, for a sweet aroma, an offering made by fire to the LORD. 

Exodus 29:42
42This shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the door of the tabernacle of meeting before the LORD, where I will meet you to speak with you. 

Exodus 30:9
9You shall not offer strange incense on it, or a burnt offering, or a grain offering; nor shall you pour a drink offering on it. 

Exodus 30:10
10And Aaron shall make atonement upon its horns once a year with the blood of the sin offering of atonement; once a year he shall make atonement upon it throughout your generations. It is most holy to the LORD.”



Exodus 30:13
13This is what everyone among those who are numbered shall give: half a shekel according to the shekel of the sanctuary (a shekel is twenty gerahs). The half-shekel shall be an offering to the LORD. 

Exodus 30:14
14Everyone included among those who are numbered, from twenty years old and above, shall give an offering to the LORD. 

Exodus 30:15
15The rich shall not give more and the poor shall not give less than half a shekel, when you give an offering to the LORD, to make atonement for yourselves. 

Exodus 30:20
20When they go into the tabernacle of meeting, or when they come near the altar to minister, to burn an offering made by fire to the LORD, they shall wash with water, lest they die. 

Exodus 30:28
28the altar of burnt offering with all its utensils, and the laver and its base. 

Exodus 31:9
9the altar of burnt offering with all its utensils, and the laver and its base—

Exodus 35:5
5‘Take from among you an offering to the LORD. Whoever is of a willing heart, let him bring it as an offering to the LORD: gold, silver, and bronze; 

Exodus 35:16
16the altar of burnt offering with its bronze grating, its poles, all its utensils, and the laver and its base; 

Exodus 35:21
21Then everyone came whose heart was stirred, and everyone whose spirit was willing, and they brought the LORD’S offering for the work of the tabernacle of meeting, for all its service, and for the holy garments. 

Exodus 35:22
22They came, both men and women, as many as had a willing heart, and brought earrings and nose rings, rings and necklaces, all jewelry of gold, that is, every man who made an offering of gold to the LORD. 

Exodus 35:24
24Everyone who offered an offering of silver or bronze brought the LORD’S offering. And everyone with whom was found acacia wood for any work of the service, brought it. 

Exodus 35:29
29The children of Israel brought a freewill offering to the LORD, all the men and women whose hearts were willing to bring material for all kinds of work which the LORD, by the hand of Moses, had commanded to be done.



Exodus 36:3
3And they received from Moses all the offering which the children of Israel had brought for the work of the service of making the sanctuary. So they continued bringing to him freewill offerings every morning. 

Exodus 36:6
6So Moses gave a commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed throughout the camp, saying, “Let neither man nor woman do any more work for the offering of the sanctuary.” And the people were restrained from bringing, 

Exodus 38:1
1He made the altar of burnt offering of acacia wood; five cubits was its length and five cubits its width—it was square—and its height was three cubits. 

Exodus 38:24
24All the gold that was used in all the work of the holy place, that is, the gold of the offering, was twenty-nine talents and seven hundred and thirty shekels, according to the shekel of the sanctuary. 

Exodus 38:29
29The offering of bronze was seventy talents and two thousand four hundred shekels. 

Exodus 40:6
6Then you shall set the altar of the burnt offering before the door of the tabernacle of the tent of meeting. 

Exodus 40:10
10You shall anoint the altar of the burnt offering and all its utensils, and consecrate the altar. The altar shall be most holy. 

Exodus 40:29
29And he put the altar of burnt offering before the door of the tabernacle of the tent of meeting, and offered upon it the burnt offering and the grain offering, as the LORD had commanded Moses. 



Leviticus 1:2
2“Speak to the children of Israel, and say to them: ‘When any one of you brings an offering to the LORD, you shall bring your offering of the livestock—of the herd and of the flock.


Leviticus 1:3
3‘If his offering is a burnt sacrifice of the herd, let him offer a male without blemish; he shall offer it of his own free will at the door of the tabernacle of meeting before the LORD. 

Leviticus 1:4
4Then he shall put his hand on the head of the burnt offering, and it will be accepted on his behalf to make atonement for him. 

Leviticus 1:6
6And he shall skin the burnt offering and cut it into its pieces. 

Leviticus 1:9
9but he shall wash its entrails and its legs with water. And the priest shall burn all on the altar as a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD.



Leviticus 1:10
10‘If his offering is of the flocks—of the sheep or of the goats—as a burnt sacrifice, he shall bring a male without blemish. 

Leviticus 1:13
13but he shall wash the entrails and the legs with water. Then the priest shall bring it all and burn it on the altar; it is a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD.



Leviticus 1:14
14‘And if the burnt sacrifice of his offering to the LORD is of birds, then he shall bring his offering of turtledoves or young pigeons. 

Leviticus 1:17
17Then he shall split it at its wings, but shall not divide it completely; and the priest shall burn it on the altar, on the wood that is on the fire. It is a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD.

Leviticus 2:1
1‘When anyone offers a grain offering to the LORD, his offering shall be of fine flour. And he shall pour oil on it, and put frankincense on it. 

Leviticus 2:2
2He shall bring it to Aaron’s sons, the priests, one of whom shall take from it his handful of fine flour and oil with all the frankincense. And the priest shall burn it as a memorial on the altar, an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD. 

Leviticus 2:3
3The rest of the grain offering shall be Aaron’s and his sons’. It is most holy of the offerings to the LORD made by fire.



Leviticus 2:4
4‘And if you bring as an offering a grain offering baked in the oven, it shall be unleavened cakes of fine flour mixed with oil, or unleavened wafers anointed with oil. 

Leviticus 2:5
5But if your offering is a grain offering baked in a pan, it shall be of fine flour, unleavened, mixed with oil. 

Leviticus 2:6
6You shall break it in pieces and pour oil on it; it is a grain offering.



Leviticus 2:7
7‘If your offering is a grain offering baked in a covered pan, it shall be made of fine flour with oil. 

Leviticus 2:8
8You shall bring the grain offering that is made of these things to the LORD. And when it is presented to the priest, he shall bring it to the altar. 

Leviticus 2:9
9Then the priest shall take from the grain offering a memorial portion, and burn it on the altar. It is an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD. 

Leviticus 2:10
10And what is left of the grain offering shall be Aaron’s and his sons’. It is most holy of the offerings to the LORD made by fire.



Leviticus 2:11
11‘No grain offering which you bring to the LORD shall be made with leaven, for you shall burn no leaven nor any honey in any offering to the LORD made by fire. 

Leviticus 2:12
12As for the offering of the firstfruits, you shall offer them to the LORD, but they shall not be burned on the altar for a sweet aroma. 

Leviticus 2:13
13And every offering of your grain offering you shall season with salt; you shall not allow the salt of the covenant of your God to be lacking from your grain offering. With all your offerings you shall offer salt.



Leviticus 2:14
14‘If you offer a grain offering of your firstfruits to the LORD, you shall offer for the grain offering of your firstfruits green heads of grain roasted on the fire, grain beaten from full heads. 

Leviticus 2:15
15And you shall put oil on it, and lay frankincense on it. It is a grain offering. 

Leviticus 2:16
16Then the priest shall burn the memorial portion: part of its beaten grain and part of its oil, with all the frankincense, as an offering made by fire to the LORD.

Leviticus 3:1
1‘When his offering is a sacrifice of a peace offering, if he offers it of the herd, whether male or female, he shall offer it without blemish before the LORD. 

Leviticus 3:2
2And he shall lay his hand on the head of his offering, and kill it at the door of the tabernacle of meeting; and Aaron’s sons, the priests, shall sprinkle the blood all around on the altar. 

Leviticus 3:3
3Then he shall offer from the sacrifice of the peace offering an offering made by fire to the LORD. The fat that covers the entrails and all the fat that is on the entrails, 

Leviticus 3:5
5and Aaron’s sons shall burn it on the altar upon the burnt sacrifice, which is on the wood that is on the fire, as an offering made by fire, a sweet aroma to the LORD.



Leviticus 3:6
6‘If his offering as a sacrifice of a peace offering to the LORD is of the flock, whether male or female, he shall offer it without blemish. 

Leviticus 3:7
7If he offers a lamb as his offering, then he shall offer it before the LORD. 

Leviticus 3:8
8And he shall lay his hand on the head of his offering, and kill it before the tabernacle of meeting; and Aaron’s sons shall sprinkle its blood all around on the altar.



Leviticus 3:9
9‘Then he shall offer from the sacrifice of the peace offering, as an offering made by fire to the LORD, its fat and the whole fat tail which he shall remove close to the backbone. And the fat that covers the entrails and all the fat that is on the entrails, 

Leviticus 3:11
11and the priest shall burn them on the altar as food, an offering made by fire to the LORD.



Leviticus 3:12
12‘And if his offering is a goat, then he shall offer it before the LORD. 

Leviticus 3:14
14Then he shall offer from it his offering, as an offering made by fire to the LORD. The fat that covers the entrails and all the fat that is on the entrails, 

Leviticus 3:16
16and the priest shall burn them on the altar as food, an offering made by fire for a sweet aroma; all the fat is the LORD’S.


Leviticus 4:3
3if the anointed priest sins, bringing guilt on the people, then let him offer to the LORD for his sin which he has sinned a young bull without blemish as a sin offering. 

Leviticus 4:7
7And the priest shall put some of the blood on the horns of the altar of sweet incense before the LORD, which is in the tabernacle of meeting; and he shall pour the remaining blood of the bull at the base of the altar of the burnt offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle of meeting. 

Leviticus 4:8
8He shall take from it all the fat of the bull as the sin offering. The fat that covers the entrails and all the fat which is on the entrails, 

Leviticus 4:10
10as it was taken from the bull of the sacrifice of the peace offering; and the priest shall burn them on the altar of the burnt offering. 

Leviticus 4:18
18And he shall put some of the blood on the horns of the altar which is before the LORD, which is in the tabernacle of meeting; and he shall pour the remaining blood at the base of the altar of burnt offering, which is at the door of the tabernacle of meeting. 

Leviticus 4:20
20And he shall do with the bull as he did with the bull as a sin offering; thus he shall do with it. So the priest shall make atonement for them, and it shall be forgiven them. 

Leviticus 4:21
21Then he shall carry the bull outside the camp, and burn it as he burned the first bull. It is a sin offering for the assembly.



Leviticus 4:23
23or if his sin which he has committed comes to his knowledge, he shall bring as his offering a kid of the goats, a male without blemish. 

Leviticus 4:24
24And he shall lay his hand on the head of the goat, and kill it at the place where they kill the burnt offering before the LORD. It is a sin offering. 

Leviticus 4:25
25The priest shall take some of the blood of the sin offering with his finger, put it on the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and pour its blood at the base of the altar of burnt offering. 

Leviticus 4:26
26And he shall burn all its fat on the altar, like the fat of the sacrifice of the peace offering. So the priest shall make atonement for him concerning his sin, and it shall be forgiven him.



Leviticus 4:28
28or if his sin which he has committed comes to his knowledge, then he shall bring as his offering a kid of the goats, a female without blemish, for his sin which he has committed. 

Leviticus 4:29
29And he shall lay his hand on the head of the sin offering, and kill the sin offering at the place of the burnt offering. 

Leviticus 4:30
30Then the priest shall take some of its blood with his finger, put it on the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and pour all the remaining blood at the base of the altar. 

Leviticus 4:31
31He shall remove all its fat, as fat is removed from the sacrifice of the peace offering; and the priest shall burn it on the altar for a sweet aroma to the LORD. So the priest shall make atonement for him, and it shall be forgiven him.



Leviticus 4:32
32‘If he brings a lamb as his sin offering, he shall bring a female without blemish. 

Leviticus 4:33
33Then he shall lay his hand on the head of the sin offering, and kill it as a sin offering at the place where they kill the burnt offering. 

Leviticus 4:34
34The priest shall take some of the blood of the sin offering with his finger, put it on the horns of the altar of burnt offering, and pour all the remaining blood at the base of the altar. 

Leviticus 4:35
35He shall remove all its fat, as the fat of the lamb is removed from the sacrifice of the peace offering. Then the priest shall burn it on the altar, according to the offerings made by fire to the LORD. So the priest shall make atonement for his sin that he has committed, and it shall be forgiven him.

Leviticus 5:6
6and he shall bring his trespass offering to the LORD for his sin which he has committed, a female from the flock, a lamb or a kid of the goats as a sin offering. So the priest shall make atonement for him concerning his sin.



Leviticus 5:7
7‘If he is not able to bring a lamb, then he shall bring to the LORD, for his trespass which he has committed, two turtledoves or two young pigeons: one as a sin offering and the other as a burnt offering. 

Leviticus 5:8
8And he shall bring them to the priest, who shall offer that which is for the sin offering first, and wring off its head from its neck, but shall not divide it completely. 

Leviticus 5:9
9Then he shall sprinkle some of the blood of the sin offering on the side of the altar, and the rest of the blood shall be drained out at the base of the altar. It is a sin offering. 

Leviticus 5:10
10And he shall offer the second as a burnt offering according to the prescribed manner. So the priest shall make atonement on his behalf for his sin which he has committed, and it shall be forgiven him.



Leviticus 5:11
11‘But if he is not able to bring two turtledoves or two young pigeons, then he who sinned shall bring for his offering one-tenth of an ephah of fine flour as a sin offering. He shall put no oil on it, nor shall he put frankincense on it, for it is a sin offering. 

Leviticus 5:12
12Then he shall bring it to the priest, and the priest shall take his handful of it as a memorial portion, and burn it on the altar according to the offerings made by fire to the LORD. It is a sin offering. 

Leviticus 5:13
13The priest shall make atonement for him, for his sin that he has committed in any of these matters; and it shall be forgiven him. The rest shall be the priest’s as a grain offering.’”



Leviticus 5:15
15“If a person commits a trespass, and sins unintentionally in regard to the holy things of the LORD, then he shall bring to the LORD as his trespass offering a ram without blemish from the flocks, with your valuation in shekels of silver according to the shekel of the sanctuary, as a trespass offering. 

Leviticus 5:16
16And he shall make restitution for the harm that he has done in regard to the holy thing, and shall add one-fifth to it and give it to the priest. So the priest shall make atonement for him with the ram of the trespass offering, and it shall be forgiven him.



Leviticus 5:18
18And he shall bring to the priest a ram without blemish from the flock, with your valuation, as a trespass offering. So the priest shall make atonement for him regarding his ignorance in which he erred and did not know it, and it shall be forgiven him. 

Leviticus 5:19
19It is a trespass offering; he has certainly trespassed against the LORD.”

Leviticus 6:5
5or all that about which he has sworn falsely. He shall restore its full value, add one-fifth more to it, and give it to whomever it belongs, on the day of his trespass offering. 

Leviticus 6:6
6And he shall bring his trespass offering to the LORD, a ram without blemish from the flock, with your valuation, as a trespass offering, to the priest. 

Leviticus 6:9
9“Command Aaron and his sons, saying, ‘This is the law of the burnt offering: The burnt offering shall be on the hearth upon the altar all night until morning, and the fire of the altar shall be kept burning on it. 

Leviticus 6:10
10And the priest shall put on his linen garment, and his linen trousers he shall put on his body, and take up the ashes of the burnt offering which the fire has consumed on the altar, and he shall put them beside the altar. 

Leviticus 6:12
12And the fire on the altar shall be kept burning on it; it shall not be put out. And the priest shall burn wood on it every morning, and lay the burnt offering in order on it; and he shall burn on it the fat of the peace offerings. 

Leviticus 6:14
14‘This is the law of the grain offering: The sons of Aaron shall offer it on the altar before the LORD. 

Leviticus 6:15
15He shall take from it his handful of the fine flour of the grain offering, with its oil, and all the frankincense which is on the grain offering, and shall burn it on the altar for a sweet aroma, as a memorial to the LORD. 

Leviticus 6:17
17It shall not be baked with leaven. I have given it as their portion of My offerings made by fire; it is most holy, like the sin offering and the trespass offering. 

Leviticus 6:20
20“This is the offering of Aaron and his sons, which they shall offer to the LORD, beginning on the day when he is anointed: one-tenth of an ephah of fine flour as a daily grain offering, half of it in the morning and half of it at night. 

Leviticus 6:21
21It shall be made in a pan with oil. When it is mixed, you shall bring it in. The baked pieces of the grain offering you shall offer for a sweet aroma to the LORD. 

Leviticus 6:23
23For every grain offering for the priest shall be wholly burned. It shall not be eaten.”



Leviticus 6:25
25“Speak to Aaron and to his sons, saying, ‘This is the law of the sin offering: In the place where the burnt offering is killed, the sin offering shall be killed before the LORD. It is most holy. 

Leviticus 6:30
30But no sin offering from which any of the blood is brought into the tabernacle of meeting, to make atonement in the holy place, shall be eaten. It shall be burned in the fire.

Leviticus 7:1
1‘Likewise this is the law of the trespass offering (it is most holy): 

Leviticus 7:2
2In the place where they kill the burnt offering they shall kill the trespass offering. And its blood he shall sprinkle all around on the altar. 

Leviticus 7:5
5and the priest shall burn them on the altar as an offering made by fire to the LORD. It is a trespass offering. 

Leviticus 7:7
7The trespass offering is like the sin offering; there is one law for them both: the priest who makes atonement with it shall have it. 

Leviticus 7:8
8And the priest who offers anyone’s burnt offering, that priest shall have for himself the skin of the burnt offering which he has offered. 

Leviticus 7:9
9Also every grain offering that is baked in the oven and all that is prepared in the covered pan, or in a pan, shall be the priest’s who offers it. 

Leviticus 7:10
10Every grain offering, whether mixed with oil or dry, shall belong to all the sons of Aaron, to one as much as the other.



Leviticus 7:13
13Besides the cakes, as his offering he shall offer leavened bread with the sacrifice of thanksgiving of his peace offering. 

Leviticus 7:14
14And from it he shall offer one cake from each offering as a heave offering to the LORD. It shall belong to the priest who sprinkles the blood of the peace offering.



Leviticus 7:15
15‘The flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offering for thanksgiving shall be eaten the same day it is offered. He shall not leave any of it until morning. 

Leviticus 7:16
16But if the sacrifice of his offering is a vow or a voluntary offering, it shall be eaten the same day that he offers his sacrifice; but on the next day the remainder of it also may be eaten; 

Leviticus 7:18
18And if any of the flesh of the sacrifice of his peace offering is eaten at all on the third day, it shall not be accepted, nor shall it be imputed to him; it shall be an abomination to him who offers it, and the person who eats of it shall bear guilt.



Leviticus 7:20
20But the person who eats the flesh of the sacrifice of the peace offering that belongs to the LORD, while he is unclean, that person shall be cut off from his people. 

Leviticus 7:21
21Moreover the person who touches any unclean thing, such as human uncleanness, an unclean animal, or any abominable unclean thing, and who eats the flesh of the sacrifice of the peace offering that belongs to the LORD, that person shall be cut off from his people.’”



Leviticus 7:25
25For whoever eats the fat of the animal of which men offer an offering made by fire to the LORD, the person who eats it shall be cut off from his people. 

Leviticus 7:29
29“Speak to the children of Israel, saying: ‘He who offers the sacrifice of his peace offering to the LORD shall bring his offering to the LORD from the sacrifice of his peace offering. 

Leviticus 7:30
30His own hands shall bring the offerings made by fire to the LORD. The fat with the breast he shall bring, that the breast may be waved as a wave offering before the LORD. 

Leviticus 7:32
32Also the right thigh you shall give to the priest as a heave offering from the sacrifices of your peace offerings. 

Leviticus 7:33
33He among the sons of Aaron, who offers the blood of the peace offering and the fat, shall have the right thigh for his part. 

Leviticus 7:34
34For the breast of the wave offering and the thigh of the heave offering I have taken from the children of Israel, from the sacrifices of their peace offerings, and I have given them to Aaron the priest and to his sons from the children of Israel by a statute forever.’”



Leviticus 7:37
37This is the law of the burnt offering, the grain offering, the sin offering, the trespass offering, the consecrations, and the sacrifice of the peace offering, 



Leviticus 8:2
2“Take Aaron and his sons with him, and the garments, the anointing oil, a bull as the sin offering, two rams, and a basket of unleavened bread; 

Leviticus 8:14
14And he brought the bull for the sin offering. Then Aaron and his sons laid their hands on the head of the bull for the sin offering, 

Leviticus 8:18
18Then he brought the ram as the burnt offering. And Aaron and his sons laid their hands on the head of the ram, 

Leviticus 8:21
21Then he washed the entrails and the legs in water. And Moses burned the whole ram on the altar. It was a burnt sacrifice for a sweet aroma, an offering made by fire to the LORD, as the LORD had commanded Moses.



Leviticus 8:27
27and he put all these in Aaron’s hands and in his sons’ hands, and waved them as a wave offering before the LORD. 

Leviticus 8:28
28Then Moses took them from their hands and burned them on the altar, on the burnt offering. They were consecration offerings for a sweet aroma. That was an offering made by fire to the LORD. 

Leviticus 8:29
29And Moses took the breast and waved it as a wave offering before the LORD. It was Moses’ part of the ram of consecration, as the LORD had commanded Moses.


Leviticus 9:2
2And he said to Aaron, “Take for yourself a young bull as a sin offering and a ram as a burnt offering, without blemish, and offer them before the LORD. 

Leviticus 9:3
3And to the children of Israel you shall speak, saying, ‘Take a kid of the goats as a sin offering, and a calf and a lamb, both of the first year, without blemish, as a burnt offering, 

Leviticus 9:4
4also a bull and a ram as peace offerings, to sacrifice before the LORD, and a grain offering mixed with oil; for today the LORD will appear to you.’”



Leviticus 9:7
7And Moses said to Aaron, “Go to the altar, offer your sin offering and your burnt offering, and make atonement for yourself and for the people. Offer the offering of the people, and make atonement for them, as the LORD commanded.”



Leviticus 9:8
8Aaron therefore went to the altar and killed the calf of the sin offering, which was for himself. 

Leviticus 9:10
10But the fat, the kidneys, and the fatty lobe from the liver of the sin offering he burned on the altar, as the LORD had commanded Moses. 

Leviticus 9:12
12And he killed the burnt offering; and Aaron’s sons presented to him the blood, which he sprinkled all around on the altar. 

Leviticus 9:13
13Then they presented the burnt offering to him, with its pieces and head, and he burned them on the altar. 

Leviticus 9:14
14And he washed the entrails and the legs, and burned them with the burnt offering on the altar.



Leviticus 9:15
15Then he brought the people’s offering, and took the goat, which was the sin offering for the people, and killed it and offered it for sin, like the first one. 

Leviticus 9:16
16And he brought the burnt offering and offered it according to the prescribed manner. 

Leviticus 9:17
17Then he brought the grain offering, took a handful of it, and burned it on the altar, besides the burnt sacrifice of the morning.



Leviticus 9:21
21but the breasts and the right thigh Aaron waved as a wave offering before the LORD, as Moses had commanded.



Leviticus 9:22
22Then Aaron lifted his hand toward the people, blessed them, and came down from offering the sin offering, the burnt offering, and peace offerings. 

Leviticus 9:24
24and fire came out from before the LORD and consumed the burnt offering and the fat on the altar. When all the people saw it, they shouted and fell on their faces.

Leviticus 10:12
12And Moses spoke to Aaron, and to Eleazar and Ithamar, his sons who were left: “Take the grain offering that remains of the offerings made by fire to the LORD, and eat it without leaven beside the altar; for it is most holy. 

Leviticus 10:14
14The breast of the wave offering and the thigh of the heave offering you shall eat in a clean place, you, your sons, and your daughters with you; for they are your due and your sons’ due, which are given from the sacrifices of peace offerings of the children of Israel. 

Leviticus 10:15
15The thigh of the heave offering and the breast of the wave offering they shall bring with the offerings of fat made by fire, to offer as a wave offering before the LORD. And it shall be yours and your sons’ with you, by a statute forever, as the LORD has commanded.”



Leviticus 10:16
16Then Moses made careful inquiry about the goat of the sin offering, and there it was—burned up. And he was angry with Eleazar and Ithamar, the sons of Aaron who were left, saying, 

Leviticus 10:17
17“Why have you not eaten the sin offering in a holy place, since it is most holy, and God has given it to you to bear the guilt of the congregation, to make atonement for them before the LORD? 

Leviticus 10:19
19And Aaron said to Moses, “Look, this day they have offered their sin offering and their burnt offering before the LORD, and such things have befallen me! If I had eaten the sin offering today, would it have been accepted in the sight of the LORD?” 



Leviticus 12:6
6‘When the days of her purification are fulfilled, whether for a son or a daughter, she shall bring to the priest a lamb of the first year as a burnt offering, and a young pigeon or a turtledove as a sin offering, to the door of the tabernacle of meeting. 

Leviticus 12:8
8‘And if she is not able to bring a lamb, then she may bring two turtledoves or two young pigeons—one as a burnt offering and the other as a sin offering. So the priest shall make atonement for her, and she will be clean.’”

13Then he shall kill the lamb in the place where he kills the sin offering and the burnt offering, in a holy place; for as the sin offering is the priest’s, so is the trespass offering. It is most holy. 

Leviticus 14:14
14The priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering, and the priest shall put it on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, on the thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot. 

Leviticus 14:17
17And of the rest of the oil in his hand, the priest shall put some on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, on the thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot, on the blood of the trespass offering. 

Leviticus 14:19
19“Then the priest shall offer the sin offering, and make atonement for him who is to be cleansed from his uncleanness. Afterward he shall kill the burnt offering. 

Leviticus 14:20
20And the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the grain offering on the altar. So the priest shall make atonement for him, and he shall be clean.



Leviticus 14:21
21“But if he is poor and cannot afford it, then he shall take one male lamb as a trespass offering to be waved, to make atonement for him, one-tenth of an ephah of fine flour mixed with oil as a grain offering, a log of oil, 

Leviticus 14:22
22and two turtledoves or two young pigeons, such as he is able to afford: one shall be a sin offering and the other a burnt offering. 

Leviticus 14:24
24And the priest shall take the lamb of the trespass offering and the log of oil, and the priest shall wave them as a wave offering before the LORD. 

Leviticus 14:25
25Then he shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering, and the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering and put it on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, on the thumb of his right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot. 

Leviticus 14:28
28And the priest shall put some of the oil that is in his hand on the tip of the right ear of him who is to be cleansed, on the thumb of the right hand, and on the big toe of his right foot, on the place of the blood of the trespass offering. 

Leviticus 14:31
31such as he is able to afford, the one as a sin offering and the other as a burnt offering, with the grain offering. So the priest shall make atonement for him who is to be cleansed before the LORD. 



Leviticus 15:15
15Then the priest shall offer them, the one as a sin offering and the other as a burnt offering. So the priest shall make atonement for him before the LORD because of his discharge.



Leviticus 15:30
30Then the priest shall offer the one as a sin offering and the other as a burnt offering, and the priest shall make atonement for her before the LORD for the discharge of her uncleanness.


Leviticus 16:3
3“Thus Aaron shall come into the Holy Place: with the blood of a young bull as a sin offering, and of a ram as a burnt offering. 

Leviticus 16:5
5And he shall take from the congregation of the children of Israel two kids of the goats as a sin offering, and one ram as a burnt offering.



Leviticus 16:6
6“Aaron shall offer the bull as a sin offering, which is for himself, and make atonement for himself and for his house. 

Leviticus 16:9
9And Aaron shall bring the goat on which the LORD’S lot fell, and offer it as a sin offering. 

Leviticus 16:11
11“And Aaron shall bring the bull of the sin offering, which is for himself, and make atonement for himself and for his house, and shall kill the bull as the sin offering which is for himself. 

Leviticus 16:15
15“Then he shall kill the goat of the sin offering, which is for the people, bring its blood inside the veil, do with that blood as he did with the blood of the bull, and sprinkle it on the mercy seat and before the mercy seat. 

Leviticus 16:24
24And he shall wash his body with water in a holy place, put on his garments, come out and offer his burnt offering and the burnt offering of the people, and make atonement for himself and for the people. 

Leviticus 16:25
25The fat of the sin offering he shall burn on the altar. 

Leviticus 16:27
27The bull for the sin offering and the goat for the sin offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonement in the Holy Place, shall be carried outside the camp. And they shall burn in the fire their skins, their flesh, and their offal. 



Leviticus 17:4
4and does not bring it to the door of the tabernacle of meeting to offer an offering to the LORD before the tabernacle of the LORD, the guilt of bloodshed shall be imputed to that man. He has shed blood; and that man shall be cut off from among his people,

Leviticus 23:16
16Count fifty days to the day after the seventh Sabbath; then you shall offer a new grain offering to the LORD.

18And you shall offer with the bread seven lambs of the first year, without blemish, one young bull, and two rams. They shall be as a burnt offering to the LORD, with their grain offering and their drink offerings, an offering made by fire for a sweet aroma to the LORD.

19Then you shall sacrifice one kid of the goats as a sin offering, and two male lambs of the first year as a sacrifice of a peace offering. 

Leviticus 23:20
20The priest shall wave them with the bread of the firstfruits as a wave offering before the LORD, with the two lambs. They shall be holy to the LORD for the priest. 

Leviticus 23:25
25You shall do no customary work on it; and you shall offer an offering made by fire to the LORD.’”

27“Also the tenth day of this seventh month shall be the Day of Atonement. It shall be a holy convocation for you; you shall afflict your souls, and offer an offering made by fire to the LORD.
