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Schweitzer Homologation
The purpose of this document is to define Schweitzer Mountain. The official word in defining or measuring mountains is Homologation, and it is automatic when using the Google Earth (GE) path function on the Ruler in the Tools Menu. I have been creating these paths for our Wednesday hikes described in Boundary County Views. Since Schweitzer is within view of Boundary County, I did the same thing for all the Schweitzer Ski runs.

To see the elevation/Homologation and “ski down” the Schweitzer Runs, go to my TeamsWin website and drill down to my Hiking Blog. The Schweitzer Runs are under Schweitzer Mountain in Boundary County Hike Folders at the top of the page. If you click on those folders you will download the GE files you need, and GE will load them if you have it installed; if not, go back to the hiking blog to get access to a free copy.

Setting up Google Earth Options for “Skiing” down hill

To set up Google Earth (GE) Options on the Tools Tab for touring down a ski run:

Set camera angle in Touring Tab to about 60 degrees (2/3 of the way to the right).

Plus while there in Touring Tab set camera range to the minimum (10 Meters) (all the way to the left). Plus to speed up the ride down the mountain adjust the (camera) speed control; but, all the way to the left (slow) is realistic. 

Set 3D View Tab Terrain Quality control to higher (all the way to the right).

Plus while there in Terrain Quality select “show terrain” and set elevation exaggeration to 1. 

The fly-to speed on the Navigation Tab should be kept slow, but not all the way to the left (or your Google Earth Program will act like it has crashed). The bumps in the ride can be eliminated by adding more points in the red line. In other words, create your own line using the Path tool on the Ruler on the Tools menu. To see the elevation profile (Homologation), select “Show Elevation Profile” with a right click on your mouse control when you have the ski run (path) selected. To “ski” down the run while you are sitting in your chair, select the path icon at the lower right of your sidebar. Of course to see any of this you need your sidebar selected on your view tab.
